"Our new Executive Board started thinking of ways to continue supporting the
community and giving back. We decided to go back to our roots, and reach out to
local fire stations. External Vice President Kyle Mclaren 18 and | had a meeting at
local Tallahassee Fire Station #1 where we discussed ways to become more involved
with the First Responders and their local charity organizations.



"Since the annual Dance Marathon is not really practical under the current
circumstances, we have decided that one of our main philanthropies throughout this
2021 year will be The Children’s Burn Camp of North Florida, “Camp Amigo”. Camp
Amigo is essentially a summer camp for children, ages 6 to 18, who are burn
survivors. The camp features fire safety and fun, but predominantly focuses on
providing these children with a support network to help with physical and emotional
scars from their past experience.

"Last night, a few of us visited local #1 Station and provided their entire team with
dinners from Mission Barbecue. We ended up staying for over two hours, talking with
them and getting a tour of the station. We discussed bringing back the Pike Fireman’s
BBQ this spring, and every single person in the station’s face lit up. With everything
going on it was nice to have a sense of normalcy back.

After showing them our own Pike fire truck, | think their truck operator is excited to
possibly take it for a spin around Heritage Grove!
