Pike Brother and FSU running back, James Wilder ‘13 Leads the Marching Chiefs in
celebration of the 2013 NCAA National Championship with a 34-31 Seminole victory
over Auburn in the Rose Bowl.

It should be noted that Phil Doumar started three years; was the Pike Rush Chairman,
and was the DG Sorority Anchor Man. That’s a nice gig if you can get it.

Griff Siegel ‘78 brought us up-to-date on Delta Lambda alumni still in the NFL:
“Marvin Wilson "18 started a couple of pre-season games for the Browns; he may or
may not have made the final cut. The Texans cut Ryan Izzo ‘15, who had injured his



leg early in the pre-season, but Izzo was immediately picked up by the Giants. Kyle
Long ‘09 is still on the Chief’s roster, but currently on their “physically unable to
perform list”. Terrence Brooks ‘11 is still with the Texans. Ronald Darby ‘13 is still
with Denver. Christian Jones "10 is back with the Bears after 3 seasons in Detroit,
and fullback Gabe Nabers 16 is still with the Chargers.”

Additional notes: Linebacker Eukeme Eligwe 13 played four seasons on five different
NFL teams; he may still be affiliated with the Raiders. James Wilder, Jr.”13 has had a
stellar career in the Canadian leagues, being named CFL Outstanding Rookie in 2017.
He is currently with the Edmonton Elks. Greg Reid ‘10 has also had a long career as
running back and return specialist, starting with the Rams in 2014. Greg was named a
CFL All-Star in 2019, and is currently playing for the Montreal Alouettes.

Doak Campbell stadium for the first time and now on the eve of his final flight he says
his journey has come full circle.

“One of the guys was 59 years-old and it was his last fly by and I was the young new
guy,” said Col. Feheley. “Now 20 years later it's my last fly by and Chris’s first one here
at Florida State so the circle has completed itself.”

And for Feheley, he wanted to dedicate his last flight over the stadium to Bobby
Bowden ‘49. “We wanted to honor Coach Bowden. We asked them if we could do a
missing man formation and I was hoping we could but they don’t allow us to do it over
stadiums,” shared Feheley. "But he has meant so much to FSU and even handed me
my first football 20 years ago after that one and this is for him tomorrow.”

“So, when you hear those jets flying over Doak Campbell Stadium Sunday night, just
know it has more meaning than you may think.”
